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Mill House’s “Be A Good Neighbor” Sheet:

Please note the following guidelines in order to make the most of your stay with Mill House, to minimize potential expenses and to maximize your enjoyment.
1. Tenants will act in a manner that is respectful of their neighbors and to the owner’s property in which they live.  

2. NO LARGE, ORGANIZED PARTIES ARE ALLOWED! Individual unit/house gatherings should be limited to 10 or fewer guest. Tenants are responsible for their guest’s behavior inside and outside the unit/house.

3. Noise complaints about a certain unit/house will result in two warnings before calling each tenant’s parents.  Keep ALL noise to a minimum after midnight.
4. NO SMOKING IN ANY UNIT/HOUSE.  No throwing cigarette butts in the yard.
5. Tenants are responsible for changing the air filter every 30 days, smoke detector batteries and all light bulbs in their unit (unless in a dangerous location).

6. Tenants will use the appliances in a proper manner to assure long life, ie. scrape plates into the trash before putting them in the dishwasher, not over-loading the washer/dryer, not flushing items other than toilet paper down the toilet, etc.
7. Tenants WILL BE charged for any maintenance that they create.

8. Tenants must attempt to clear a drain or toilet clog before sending a maintenance request. Any repair to a toilet or sump pump clog due to anything other than toilet paper WILL BE CHARGED TO THE TENANT.
9. Tenants must report any damage or maintenance issues immediately.

10. Tenants must know the location of the main water shut-off in case of an emergency (most are in the closets near the hot water heater).
11. Tenants must know the location of the breaker box and how to check for a tripped breaker, or RESET button if an electrical item is not working properly.
12. We suggest that ALL units have a minimal tool box for tenants to handle minor repairs (ie. tightening the screws on the door knob, clear a simple clog, etc.). 
13. Tenants must keep the area outside the unit/house neat and clear of debris.
14. Tenants must keep the interior of the unit in good shape by cleaning regularly.  All trash must be BAGGED before being put in the trash bin.

15.  Rent checks are payable to Mill House Properties and can be brought by the office, mailed in, or dropped through the mail slot in our backdoor 24/7.
16. In case of a maintenance emergency dial 723-8160, or 622-2559.

17. In case of a police emergency dial 911.
